
Project 12 Customize the Desktop 
Worth 10 Points

The point of this little project is to make sure the things you will need later in the course are easier to find.  If you don’t make these changes now, you will have to make them later during other exercises.
Logging On
1. Log on with your usual account – the one with your name on it.  That should be a Limited account.

Customizing the Taskbar and Start Menu 
2. Right-click the taskbar and select Properties. 

3. In the Taskbar and Start Menu Properties window, on the Start Menu tab, ensure that the Start menu radio button is selected rather than the Classic start menu button.  Click the Customize button.

4. In the Customize Start Menu window, click the Advanced tab.

5. In the Start Menu Items scrolling list, find these options and make sure they are all checked:

a. My Network Places 
b. Network Connections – Link to Network Connections Folder
c. Run command 
d. System Administrative Tools – Display on the All Programs menu and the Start menu

6. Click OK to close the Customize Start Menu window.

7. Click OK to close the Taskbar and Start Menu Properties window. 
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Capturing an Image of the Start Menu 
8. [image: image2.wmf]Click the Start button.  You should see Administrative Tools, Network Connections, and Run… on your start menu, as shown to the right on this page.  Press the PrintScrn key in the upper-right portion of the keyboard.  That will copy the entire screen to the clipboard.

9. On the Start menu, click Run.  Enter the command mspaint and press the Enter key.  Paint opens.
10. Press Ctrl+V on the keyboard to paste the image into the Paint window.  Save the document in the Shared Documents folder with the filename Your Name Proj 12a.  Select a Save as type of JPEG.  Close Paint.
Customizing Folder Options 
11. On the Start menu, click Run.  Enter the command control folders and press the Enter key.  Folder Options opens, with the General tab selected.  Press Ctrl+Tab on the keyboard to select the View tab.
12. On the Advanced Settings list, make these adjustments:
a. Check Display the contents of system folders
b. Check Display the full path in the title bar
c. Check Show hidden files and folders
d. Uncheck Hide extensions for known file types
e. Uncheck Hide protected operating system files (in the Warning box, click Yes)

f. Verify that Show encrypted or compressed NTFS in color is checked
13. Click OK to close Folder Options. 
Capturing an Image of the Page File 
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On the Start menu, click Run.  Enter the command %systemdrive% and press the Enter key.  The C: drive opens, as shown to the right on this page.  Scroll the window until you see the pagefile.sys file.  Make sure your window shows these items:
· The title bar should show the drive letter

· The pagefile.sys file should be visible

· The pagefile.sys file name should include the .sys file extension
15. Hold down the Alt key and press the PrintScrn key in the upper-right portion of the keyboard.  That will copy the window to the clipboard.

16. On the Start menu, click Run.  Enter the command mspaint and press the Enter key.  Paint opens.
17. Press Ctrl+V on the keyboard to paste the image into the Paint window.  Save the document in the Shared Documents folder with the filename Your Name Proj 12b.  Select a Save as type of JPEG.  Close Paint.
