Hardware Researcher:
Use the parts from a computer that was disassembled in an earlier project.  Find the expansion slots, and at least two expansion cards.  Try to find out these things, using either your textbook or the Web:

· What type of expansion slots are they (ISA, PCI, AGP, or PCMCIA)?

· What do these expansion cards do?  You can usually tell by examining the ports on them, and comparing them to a picture of common ports, such as the ones in your textbook on pages 98 and 99.  If that doesn’t work, you can try finding a brand name and model number on the card and typing it into a search engine.

Expansion Ports
Task: 
Identifying the expansion ports on the back of a computer

Take a computer that is intact, or largely intact, and examine the back panel.  The goal of this project is to identify as many ports as you can on the back panel.  The whole group should work together doing this.
Here are the tasks for each person:

Book Researcher:
You will find an example of a back panel with the common ports labeled in the book, and also examples of the connectors that plug into those ports.  That will probably be your main source of information.  Figure out as many ports as you can/

Explain your results to the Report Writer.
Web Researcher:
If there are any ports that you cannot figure out from the book, try looking them up on the Web.  I found a helpful page by typing “Computers Back Connector Panel” into Google, but you could try other search engines and search strings.

Explain your results to the Report Writer.
Report Writer & Results Presenter:
Use the masking tape and marker to label all the ports your group was able to identify.  Show the computer to the class and explain what they all are, and if you had to do anything unusual to figure out what they are.  
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
