HW 15: Javascript (Extra Credit – 15 points)

1. Make an HTML page that responds to these events:

· Load: A script that does a visible action when the page opens

· Mouseover: A script that does a visible action when the mouse moves over a link

· Button Click: A script that does a visible action when a button is clicked

2. These actions must be demonstrated on your page:

· Change Status Bar: Put some text of your choice in the status bar 

· Message Box: Open a message box 

· Change Background Color (or foreground color)

· One more action of your choice (see item 4 below)
3. You will need to have two mouseover regions or two buttons to demonstrate the four required actions.
4. The last action can be any javascript action not included in the list above, or in the 8 pages I handed out in class.  Here are some suggestions, with links to Web tutorials that explain them:
· Put a Back Button on your page
