Downloading the Forensic Toolkit (FTK) User Guide
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In your host machine, open  Firefox and go to accessdata.com
2. On the upper cener of the page, click SUPPORT, "AD Downloads".  In the "Forensic Toolkit (FTK) version 1.81.6" section, right-click "User Guide", as shown to the right on this page, and save the file on your desktop.  You will need to study this file for many projects in this class, and to prepare for FTK ACE certification.
Read Appendix E
3. Double-click the FTK_1.80_Manual.pdf file.  It is 365 pages long.
4. On the left side, near the bottom, click "Securing Windows Registry Evidence".  This opens Appendix E, which goes from pages 316-330.  Read through it--this is essential information about the Registry.
