How to Make a Web page on a Mac with OS X
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To start a blank new text document, open Utilities in Finder and double-click TextEdit.
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Select Format, Make Plain Text from the menu bar. 

Type your HTML code into the TextEdit window.
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Press Command+S to save your file.  Give your document a name ending in .html and accept the default Plain Text Encoding.  (If you do not see Plain Text Encoding at the bottom of the Save As: box, you may have forgotten to select Format, Make Plain Text.)

[image: image6..pict]When you see the box shown to the right, click Use .html.
To edit an existing HTML document, start TextEdit and click File, Open from the menu bar.  In the Open box, select the file, check the Ignore rich text commands box, as shown below, and click Open.
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To send your page to the server, double-click SFTP Fugu in Finder. 
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When the folder opens, double-click Fugu.

In the Fugu window, enter a server name of hills.ccsf.edu and click Connect.
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If a box appears telling you the authenticity of the server can’t be established, click Continue.  When a window asks you for your password, type it in and click Authenticate.

Now you can see your Mac folders in the left pane, and the hills server folders in the right pane.  In the left pane, open the folder that contains your HTML file.  In the right pane, double-click public_html.
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[image: image9..pict]Drag the HTML file from the left pane and drop it in the right pane.  Drag any images you are using the same way.  Then open a browser and enter the URL to your page, which will be something like hills.ccsf.edu~flast01/hw7.html with your HP-UNIX ID instead of flast01.
