
Project 3: Web Page with Background and Hyperlink
10 Points


1. Use NotePad to make a Web page in HTML

Your webpage must have the following Required Elements
· <html> and </html> tags correctly placed.

· <head> and </head> tags correctly placed.

· <title> and </title> tags correctly placed.

· <body> and </body> tags correctly placed.

· A visible image (use an <img src> tag)

· Your name at the top of the Web page body section in any readable style you choose.

· Some text that is bold (use <b> and </b> tags)
· A background color or a background image

· A line of text that is centered
· An anchor tag used to create a hyperlink, such as <a href="http://www.ccsf.edu">Click for CCSF</a>.

2. Upload your page to the Geocities server

Here are the steps:

A. Open a browser and go to yahoo.com
B. Click GeoCities
C. On the right side of the page, click Sign in to GeoCities 
D. Enter your Yahoo! ID and Password and press the Enter key.
E. In the GeoCities Control Panel page, click the purple Manage tab

F. Click the purple File Manager link

G. Click the blue Open File Manager link

H. Click the Upload Files button

I. Click a Browse button.  

J. In the File Upload box, find your file and double-click it.

K. Click the Upload Files button.

L. You should see an Upload successfully message.

M. Click File Manager.

N. Find your file in the list and click the View link next to it.
3. E-mail the URL of your web page to me

Use any e-mail service of your choice, and compose a message to me at 
cnit.102W@gmail.com
with the subject 
Proj 3 from your name
with your name replaced by your own first and last name.  Drag the URL of your page and drop it into the body of the email message.  I recommend that you send a CC to yourself. Send the message.
