1. Click Start, All Programs, Accessories, Notepad.
2. Type in the four lines as shown to the right on this page.  Save the file on the desktop with the name javascript1.html – be sure to get the filename extension correct.

Minimize all windows, if necessary, and find the javascript1.html icon on the desktop.  Double-click that icon to run the Javascript in Internet Explorer. 
4. If an Information Bar box pops up, as shown to the right on this page, do these three things:
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Click OK  to close the Information Bar box.
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Find the yellow bar near the top of the window, saying To help protect your security ….  Click on the yellow bar and then click Allow Blocked Content, as shown to the right on this page.

c. In the Security Warning box, click Yes.

5. A box opens containing the text Welcome to my Web Site! as shown to the right on this page.  This is the output of the Javascript program.  Click OK to close the window.

Click Start, All Programs, Accessories, Notepad. 
7. Type in the text as shown to the right on this page.  Save the file on the desktop with the name javascript2.html. 
8. Double-click the javascript2.html icon on the desktop.  If an Information Bar box pops up, do the same three things you did previously to allow the script to run.
9. When a box opens containing the text “Are you Ready?”, click OK to close it.

10. When another box opens containing the text Are you sure?, click OK to close it.

Understanding Javascript
11. Javascript lives inside Web pages, and it is used to make things happen on the Web page.  So far we have only used one Javascript command: alert.  The alert command opens a box, and then waits for the viewer to click on the OK button before continuing.  
12. The only other Javascript command you need today is the document.bgColor command – this changes the background color of the Web page.

Creating a Javascript Program With Buttons
16. Click Start, All Programs, Accessories, Notepad. 
17. Type in the text as shown below.  Save the file on the desktop with the name javascript4.html
18. Double-click the javascript4.html icon on the desktop.  If an Information Bar box pops up, do the same three things you did previously to allow the script to run.
· Click the buttons and see what they do.

Creating Your Own Javascript Program
19. Make your own Javascript program that will do these things:

· Open an Alert box introducing the page, with this message in it: A Javascript program written by YOUR NAME (replace YOUR NAME with your own name)

· Open a box announcing the color change you are about to do, with a message like this Click OK to make the screen aqua.

· After the user clicks OK, the screen should change color to aqua.

· There should be one or more buttons on the page that change the background page color

· There should be one or more buttons on the page that change the foreground page color
