8. If you see the message “This computer belongs to a homegroup”, as shown to the right on this page, do this:

a) Click "Leave the homegroup…".

b) Click "Leave the homegroup" again.

c) Click Finish.

9. Repeat the process on Computer B.

Verifying That There is No HomeGroup
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On Computer A, the HomeGroup box should now show the message "There is currently no homegroup on the network", as shown to the right on this page.

11. On Computer A, in the HomeGroup box, click the "Create a homegroup" button.

12. In the "Create a homegroup" box, click Next.

13. A HomeGroup password appears.  Write that password below:

Joining a HomeGroup: Do This on Computer B
14. On Computer B, the HomeGroup box should show a message saying something like"Student on S214-01 has created a homegroup on the network".  Click the "Join now" button.

15. In the "Create a homegroup" box, click Next.

16. In the next page, type in the password you wrote above on this page.  Click Next.
17. A message should appear saying "You have joined the Homegroup".

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On Computer A, click Start, Computer.  In the left pane, click Homegroup.

19. In the right pane, you should see a computer's icon in your HomeGroup, as shown to the right on this page.
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
